The Ansei Nankai earthquake occurred on November 5,
1854. When the resulting tsunami threatened Hiromura
Village (currently Hirokawa Town), Hamaguchi Goryo
burned his rice stacks to spur the evacuation of residents
to higher ground.

Watch out for C. perfringens food poisoning
C. perfringens food poisoning is a food borne illness that commonly occurs in curry,
boiled food, and other foods that tend to be prepared and stored ahead of time.
【Common Symptoms】Symptoms occur 6-18 hours after eating, and include
abdominal swelling, stomach pains, and diarrhea. Nausea and vomiting are
uncommon, and fevers are rare.
【Preventative Measures】
・When prepping a large amount of food, avoid leaving it at room temperature for
too long.
・When holding food at warm temperatures, maintain a temperature of 65℃ or
above.
・When refrigerating food, cool and place it in the fridge as swiftly as possible.
・Be sure to sufficiently heat food before eating, stirring from the bottom of the
pot for proper circulation.
