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The Location where the Stones for the Stone Wall of Wakayoma Castle were being Quarried
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It is believed that Oka Park is the place where the stones for
the stone wall of Wokayama Castle were being quarried. Even now you
can still find holes for cutting out the stones in the park.

The stones are crystalline schist (mainly chlorite schist), and
they were being called “Kishu no Aoishi” and used as garden stones.
“Osakujisho” was located on the northwest side of Oka Park. It was
an important place to the construction and renovation of Wakayama
Castle for the Kishu Domain.
