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Looking up from inside the worship hall, the elegantly lacquered main shrine sits 
quietly atop a low mountain. The hall of worship houses a portable shrine and other 
important relics.

Tamatsushima Shr ine and rabbi ts  are deeply connected in 
legend. Known locally as the “rabbit shrine,” the site offers 
bunny-shaped amulets and omikuji fortune slips.

A statue of the cow that 
is the divine servant of 
Sugawara no Michizane 
s t ands  on  t he  sh r i ne 
grounds. I t ’s  be l ieved 
that rubbing the cow’s 
head will grant wisdom.
